Training Diploma in 
Translation

AMMAN -In cooperation with the Consultation and 
Training Center at the German-Jordanian University (GJU), 
Talal Abu-Ghazaleh Knowledge Society (TAG-Knowledge) 
has launched training diploma programs covering a 
variety of fields including translation.

The first component of the course will start on March 31, 
2011 and will be inaugurated by TAG-Knowledge and 
German-Jordanian University.

The endeavour comes as a reflection of the goals set by 
TAG-Knowledge aiming at more prepared Arab youth and 
strengthening of human capital through the provision of 
up-to-date tools and techniques in Information 
Technology and communications and professional 
training. 

TAG-Knowledge Executive Director Mr. Tareq Hammad 
says: "The emerging diploma programs will provide 
participants with practical field training at major 
companies and organizations."

The 400-hour course lasts for about nine months and 
includes several components covering a focused array 
of translation fields.  Students who successfully 
complete the course, including a 280-hour 
internship and sitting a final exam, will be entitled 
to a diploma certificate that can be certified up to 
the Ministry of Higher Education in Jordan.

AMMAN-TAG-Translators’ Training Manager, Mr.

The aim of the paper, which carries the title 
“TAG-Translators’ Experience in Training Translators”,  
is to share scholars, professors and students with 
unique translation training techniques and courses 
delivered by TAG-Translators.

TAG-Translators has already participated in several 
workshops, seminars and conferences with the aim of 
disseminating knowledge about translation labour 
market and training.



TAG-Translators’ Training Material
AMMAN -The question about what material is provided at TAG-Translators courses is not only frequently asked but 
also is also a legitimate question to ask.  Second to the qualification of trainers, the training material is decisive in 
making a training course successful or simply a failure.
We have taken note of that from the first day our training program was launched.  The material we teach is of two types:

Written work from real labour market.  This component is necessary to acquaint trainees with the various types of 
texts required for translation.  A general misconception among students is that translation texts need to be difficult 
and that only very professional translators can do the job.  This is of course partly true, but there are also several texts 
that are simple and can be translated by a person who has just forged a translation career.  We work 

on sensitising students on such material and guide them through the steps needed to get translation jobs in those 
respective fields.

Written work not for translation.  This component includes a variety of text types and sentence types as well with the 
purpose of categorizing main problems in translation whether they are related to grammar or text types.  A scientific 
pedagogical approach is followed allowing for a good comprehension by students of the problems that other 
translators face and how such problems can be solved.

Audio-visual recordings.  We boast of having hundreds of recordings of seminars, workshops, meetings and 
conferences held by TAG-Org.  We use those recordings in training students on simultaneous interpreting.  What 
makes those recordings unique is that they cover international and daily concerns that translators do work with 
nowadays.  They offer trainees a wealth of vocabulary but also an experience with the routines of conferences and 
workshops.

The following table has been prepared by our students in a simultaneous interpreting course.  The aim of the exercise 
was to gather some vocabulary and expressions used in televised interview on Infinity Satellite Channel with HE 
Senator Talal Abu-Ghazaleh.  Another advantage for exposure to that specific interview was familiarizing students with 
the financial crisis and its possible solutions as envisaged by a reputable Arab thinker and economist.  The following 
expressions/words have been translated by trainees from Arabic into English during a simultaneous interpreting 
session on the financial crisis and relevant issues.
